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WDSF DanceSport Championship Bidding Procedure Documentation

Dear President,
Ladies and Gentlemen,
1. Introduction
The image of a sport and its reputation for both athletes and the public are best represented by the quality of the organisation of its major events. Consequently, each Member Body seeking to stage the WDSF DanceSport Championships which make up the WDSF television package (WDSF World DanceSport Championship in Standard, Latin and Ten Dance and WDSF European DanceSport Championship in Standard and Latin) must be aware and fully informed of the demands and expectations made on it by the WDSF at the time of bidding. 

The procedures contained in these documents have been drawn up to assist any potential organiser prepare its bid and understand its obligations towards the International Federation.

The intention of the WDSF is to provide a consistency in the way its Championships are organised and presented, and by so doing eliminate unnecessary costs that are often incurred by the organisers. Furthermore, as a modern International Sports Federation the, WDSF must demonstrate the professional manner in which it manages the major events in its calendar.

By applying the procedure contained in these documents, the WDSF wishes to ensure that most uncertainties are removed when an event is allocated. If the demands of organising a Championship cannot be fulfilled, then it is best that a potential organiser desists from bidding until it is truly ready.  

The WDSF authorities are always available to advise and assist any potential bidder before a formal application is made. In many cases, important and relevant experience can be gained from organising a lesser event before seeking to stage a major WDSF DanceSport Championship, and this is a path that is recommended to new organisers.   

2. Basic considerations
Any bid to organise an WDSF DanceSport Championship must have the endorsement and full support of the WDSF National Member Body. A guarantee from the sporting bodies within the country, for example government, local council, NOC or WDSF National Member Body, must be given in writing at the time of bidding and confirming that all costs are underwritten and no claim will be made against the WDSF. In addition, each bidding federation must demonstrate the political stability in its country and describe the security and public health resources allocated to protecting the event.

Each Member Body bidding for an event must demonstrate that the WADA Code is respected by its National Olympic Committee as well as by the Member Body itself.

One fundamental consideration is to be sure that all parties are aware of and accept their responsibilities in the organising of an event.  This includes assuming the related costs.  If these responsibilities are understood at the time of bidding for an WDSF DanceSport Championship then there is little risk of unpleasant surprises.

These bidding documents have been drawn up primarily for those WDSF Member Bodies and organisers wishing to host the WDSF World DanceSport Championships in Standard, Latin and Ten Dance, and the WDSF European DanceSport Championships in Standard and Latin. However, the principles and obligations contained therein should be a guide for all organisers of important competitions which may become part of a wider exposure and promotion of DanceSport in the future.

By applying these procedures the WDSF Presidium plans to allocate the organisation of its World and European DanceSport Championships three years in advance, thereby giving organisers sufficient time to conclude all agreements and arrangements related to organising the event and its promotion worldwide. 

For which DanceSport Championship should the application be made?

For the past three years, the decision of the WDSF Presidium to establish consistency in presenting the major DanceSport events to the market has been implemented by creating an annual calendar with a number of basic criteria. The WDSF European DanceSport Championships will be held in March and April and the WDSF World DanceSport Championships in October, November and December. 

Currently, WDSF DanceSport Championships are in most cases organised as an add on to other DanceSport events. On the one hand the fixed calendar could limit the opportunities for existing organisers who are not able or willing to change the dates of their current competitions.  However, on the other hand, it could be a unique opportunity to create new events in new markets.

3. Choice of venue

An important part of the selection process will be related to the proposed venue.  A number of criteria are included in the WDSF Organiser contract which forms part of these bidding documents. Essential details are contained in the Bidding Application Form.  In addition to the physical requirements of the venue, it is important that there is support from the local community to ensure that there is an exciting atmosphere within the venue to demonstrate support and enthusiasm for the event.  In this respect, communication and promotion must be primarily for the WDSF DanceSport Championship, rather than for the other events included in the programme.

4. Event Organisation

All efforts must be made to provide the highest quality organisation for the benefit of participants, officials and the public.  

This starts with the arrival of athletes and officials at the airport, immediate and trouble-free entry into the host country, the transport to their hotels, the quality and price of these hotels, the system of accreditation ensuring access to the locations essential for them to compete or work, transport from hotels to venue, provision of catering facilities at the hotel and venue, medical services as well as information and services to the public enabling them to have the maximum enjoyment from the event.

5. Media

WDSF is the owner of all electronic media rights to the WDSF DanceSport Championships and has a contractual relationship with a rights agency (IEC in Sports) to sell these rights throughout the world.  One of the most important responsibilities for a potential organiser is to ensure that a host broadcaster is appointed to produce an international television signal for distribution by IEC. Therefore, before bidding for an event, each WDSF Member Body wishing to organise a WDSF DanceSport Championship must decide on how this responsibility will be fulfilled. It is recommended to contact IEC (Mrs. Charlotte Jansson, e-mail: charlotte.jansson@iec.se) to determine what the situation regarding the sale of the TV rights is in the country of the WDSF Member Body.
In the case that a broadcaster in the country of the WDSF Member Body has already acquired these rights, efforts should be made, in cooperation with IEC, to ensure that the national rights holder accepts the responsibility to be host broadcaster.  Should the national rights not yet be sold, it will be necessary to discuss with IEC the possible terms for granting these national rights to a broadcaster with the intention of it taking on the role of host broadcaster. Should a broadcaster not wish to take on this role, then the organiser will be responsible for finding a production company to act as host broadcaster and for assuming all of the related costs.

To increase the impact of the event in the host country, it is important that the event is promoted through national television. So every effort must be made to have such a commitment from a broadcaster in the host country at the time of bidding for any WDSF DanceSport Championship. When appointing the host broadcaster, the WDSF Member Body should seek to work with a company having experience, knowledge of DanceSport and suitable production equipment.  

A Host Broadcasting Agreement is included as part of the bidding documents and this agreement details the responsibilities and obligations regarding this essential activity.  When submitting its Bid Application Form, each WDSF Member Body should provide the maximum information regarding the proposed host broadcaster and, if possible, a letter of intent stating that it would accept the terms of the  Host Broadcasting Agreement and sign the latter should the application of the WDSF Member Body be successful.

If the WDSF Member Body cannot find a national broadcaster to take on the role of host broadcaster it could contact IEC to determine whether an agreement can be reached for IEC to undertake the host broadcaster responsibility for the WDSF Member Body.

6. Commercial rights
The WDSF is the owner of the rights to the title and presenting sponsorships for all of its WDSF DanceSport Championships (e.g. Coca Cola WDSF World DanceSport Championship in Latin presented by Volkswagen).  Therefore, any sponsorship agreements that may exist between the WDSF Member Body, the organiser and a sponsor must be communicated to the WDSF at the time of bidding to organise an WDSF DanceSport Championship.  

Where possible, the WDSF will seek to find a solution that protects the interests of the WDSF Member Body and its sponsors.  However, the WDSF reserves the right to find and impose on each organiser a title and/or presenting sponsor of the WDSF DanceSport Championship.  If the WDSF has not found a sponsor twelve months prior to the start of any WDSF DanceSport Championship, then the title and presenting sponsorship rights will revert to the organiser.

7. Procedure for selection and deadline for submission of application

The selection of organisers for each WDSF DanceSport Championship will be made by the WDSF Managing Committee for ratification by the WDSF Presidium. These new bidding procedures were introduced in 2009. Some difficulties were experienced initially and consequently it has been decided to simplify the procedures.

Each interested Member Body should study the documentation and in the first instance submit an application form providing the maximum amount of detail regarding the basic commitments. Once the WDSF Managing Committee has decided on the Member Body it would wish to take on the responsibility of organising a Championship, the text of the Organiser and Host Broadcaster contracts will be sent to the Member Body for signature.

Consequently, Application Forms for the WDSF DanceSport Championships in 2014 should be submitted to the  WDSF Office by March 1, 2013 at the latest. This deadline will also apply for  WDSF DanceSport Championships in 2015 and 2016.

subject to certain terms and conditions including those set out below.

MB has agreed that if WDSF accepts its bid then MB will assume all responsibilities regarding the organising of the Event and will do so through a specially constituted Organising Committee (OC) and will be liable for all costs associated with the Event and with this contract unless specifically stated to the contrary in this text.

Now therefore it is agreed as follows:

1. The Event is planned to take place

Any change in the date and venue must be approved by the WDSF in writing before it will be accepted and included in the International Calendar.

2. The MB has secured or will secure the use of an appropriate venue suitable for a major Championship and with seating for a minimum of 1000 people. The venue will have suitable lighting of at least the minimum level for television production, as described in the attached Host Broadcasting Agreement (Annex 1 Schedule II), audio facilities, changing rooms and warm up areas for the competitors.  The dance floor will be of the highest quality wooden sprung type, will have no lines or markings and shall be installed in time for the training requirements of the competitors.

3. WDSF alone shall retain and exploit  the following International Rights:

· radio and television rights which will include audio, video, DVD, CD Rom and CDI rights;

· new media rights including internet, broadband, mobile devices and any other new technology;

· all music, film and website rights;

· all rights to the WDSF name, logo and other WDSF marks and designs;

· title and presenting sponsorship rights to the Event;

· computer games rights; and

· all other rights not specifically granted to MB hereunder.

4. The MB will be responsible for:

· the costs of the drug testing (excluding the provision of local “anti-doping” facilities), which will be carried out in accordance with WDSF Rules, Regulations, Codes and policies as may exist at the time.
· the reasonable travel, accommodation and other costs of the Adjudicators.

· all costs of organising the Event including the payment of a sanction fee according to the WDSF Regulations.

· the reasonable travel, accommodation, meal, and other agreed and approved costs of the WDSF representative/s.

· diligently taking all legal steps and actions to ensure that all competitors, officials, delegates, media and other representatives are allowed to enter

and are issued with Visas enabling them to attend and/or take part in the Championships;

· reserving accommodation at a reasonable tariff for accredited media personnel and facilities for eating during their working hours.

· providing a regular and efficient transport system between official hotels and the venue for all competitors, WDSF officials and media personnel.

· providing the media with access, within the venue media centre, to email, fax and telephone facilities.

· establishing an accreditation and access control system, including checkpoints, equipment and qualified personnel, for all dancers, media and officials that will ensure the smooth running of the Event and the security of all participants.

· organising a Junior II (in first priority) or a Youth DanceSport competition on the same day as the Event between the semi finals and final. 

· securing and paying all of the premiums for a comprehensive insurance plan, which must cover medical costs for athletes and adjudicators, public liability, statutory liability, employer’s liability, loss of income, merchandise and assets, personal accident and injury, motor vehicle and others as agreed with WDSF if required.
· Internet connection (exclusive use, wired and with an upload capacity of minimum 5 Mbps) in order to transmit the results and other data – such as large video files - from the competition venue in real time. In addition, the infrastructure will be provided to enable press photographers to transfer high quality pictures from the venue to their home base.
5. The MB shall retain the following Rights (“the Domestic Rights”):

· all event advertising rights other than for the title and presenting sponsors;

· all merchandising rights;

· tour/travel and hospitality rights;

· all funding from government and sporting bodies in

· ticket sales receipts; and

· exhibition space revenue.

6. The MB will attach to this contract a copy of the annexed Host Broadcasting Agreement signed by a broadcaster or production company appointing it as the exclusive host broadcaster of the Event.
This appointment will be subject to the written approval of WDSF and IEC in Sport, and MB will ensure that the host broadcaster provides a television production of the opening ceremony, semi-finals and finals and prize ceremony of a minimum standard as described in the attached document (Annex 1, Schedule 1). The television rights for

will be negotiated with IEC in Sports. The MB will make every effort to ensure that the maximum coverage, exposure and promotion of the Event are given by television companies in the above mentioned country.
7. The MB will ensure that the host broadcaster and IEC in Sports will have access to the venue prior to the Event, for the purpose of a survey, as well as for the purpose of installing the equipment necessary for the production of the television coverage. The MB shall bear all costs in relation to the supply of power and the space required for television camera positions and television commentary positions and bear the financial loss resulting from any seating that may be withdrawn to accommodate television’s requirements. Access to the venue for production vehicles and adequate parking space for these will be provided as close to the venue as possible to limit the length of cable runs.

8. The MB will be responsible for the selection of music used in the semi final and final of the Event (see also point 4 of the Host Broadcasting Agreement).  This music will be selected from the Casaphon catalogue of WDSF partner Casa Musica, which can be accessed on line through the website http://www.casa-musica-shop.de/. The titles will compiled in a Music Cue Sheet that is sent at the latest two months prior to the Event, to Mr. Roland Hilfiker, WDSF Communications and TV Director, e-mail: rhilfiker@support-air.net or any other representative appointed by the WDSF, who will apply all reasonable procedures to obtain all rights required to use the music for television transmissions of the Event. WDSF will clear the performance rights of these music tracks, on the condition that the music is selected through this process. 


Alternatively, if the MB decides to use music from another source, then it will be responsible for all payments and all liability for use of the music and will advise Mr. Roland Hilfiker or any other representative appointed by the WDSF in writing of the music chosen with a Music Cue Sheet. MB must provide satisfactory written confirmation one month before the Event that clearances and licenses have been obtained to use the chosen music for transmission of the highlights programme throughout the world for a period of two years from the date of the Event.
9. WDSF may terminate this agreement forthwith upon the giving of written notice in the event that the MB:

· commits a material breach of any obligation hereunder which breach is incapable of remedy or cannot be remedied in time; or

· commits a material breach of any obligation hereunder, and if such breach is capable of remedy fails to remedy such breach after receiving notice from WDSF; or

· enters into a composition or arrangement with its creditors, has a receiver or administrator or administrative receiver appointed or becomes insolvent or unable to pay its respective debts when they fall due.

· fails to comply with any reasonable requirement of the WDSF. 

10. MB agrees that it accepts full liability and will assume all costs resulting from the event being cancelled or postponed due to an unexpected and unforeseen occurrence specifically insurgency, epidemic, act of terrorism or military action. The MB will secure and pay for all insurance it considers necessary to cover such risks, if and as far as possible.

11. This Agreement, including the attached Annexes, contains the entire agreement of the parties and no variation of any of the terms or conditions of this Agreement may be made unless such variation is agreed in writing and signed by the parties hereto. 

The MB has read and agreed the terms of this agreement and shall take all steps which are legally required in

to appoint two representatives to sign this document and any variation on its behalf and those representatives shall sign this document and any amendments to it so as to legally oblige the MB to perform this Agreement, to be countersigned by the authorised representatives of the WDSF should MB be allocated the event.  
If a dispute arises between the parties concerning their respective rights under this Agreement, the parties shall, prior to initiating formal legal proceedings to enforce rights, each appoint one senior representative who is fully empowered to make binding decisions on behalf of his or her principal and such representatives shall meet with a view to resolving the dispute.  


The parties agree that the appointment of their representatives and the scheduling of meetings shall be undertaken by each of them promptly and in the utmost good faith.  If such representatives fail to agree on a resolution to a dispute within 7 days of the first meeting either party shall be free to commence formal legal proceedings or otherwise as they see fit.  Nothing contained in this clause shall preclude either party from applying to a court for urgent injunctive relief.

12. This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with and governed by the laws of Switzerland and shall be subject to the jurisdiction of the courts of the Canton of Lucerne.

MB has presented its Bidding Application Form to the WDSF which has decided to grant it the right to organise the Event according to the terms of the WDSF ORGANISER CONTRACT of which this contract is an integral part, (annexe 2) dated ………………………………………….[DATE] and has accepted to assume at its costs all of the responsibilities related to the organisation of a major WDSF DanceSport Championship, as detailed in the Organiser Contract.

MB recognises and accepts that the WDSF is the sole owner of all broadcast and new media rights in the Event and has appointed IEC in Sports (“IEC”) working in association with WDSF’s Communications and TV Director Mr. Roland Hilfiker to exploit these rights throughout the world through the production of a highlights programme (Programme). MB undertakes to provide all cooperation and assistance necessary to enable IEC to produce the Programme efficiently and to assist in its successful exploitation and promotion throughout the world.

One of the MB’s responsibilities is to appoint a “host broadcaster” and ensure at no cost to the WDSF the provision of a television production to meet international standards.

To meet this responsibility, the MB has contracted the services of

to act as host broadcaster for the televising of the EVENT

The parties hereby agree as follows:
1. Television Production

The Host Broadcaster will produce at no cost to the WDSF a full and continuous live High Definition (HD) signal of the Event (opening ceremony, semi finals and final and prize ceremony) for an international transmission.
The international television signal produced by the Host Broadcaster will be a clean feed of the highest international quality with no graphics except for simple scoring graphics that are approved by WDSF or IEC. The feed will be recorded on site at the Event incorporating a separate international soundtrack. The recording will be in High Definition (HD) format.

The Host Broadcaster will provide the Master Material (as defined in clause 5 below) of its coverage on site immediately after the end of the Event, free of charge to IEC.

The Host Broadcaster will produce the international television signal using at least the minimum production facilities as described at Schedule 1 hereto.

If requested by IEC, a production meeting will be organised with the organiser and the host broadcaster at least three months before the start of the Event to discuss all matters affecting the television coverage of the Event, including the positioning of cameras, IEC’s unilateral requirements, accreditation and access, music clearance, lighting and sound, as well as accommodation and permissions for filming.  

2. Lighting Requirements

For each Event, MB in cooperation with the Host Broadcaster and the OC shall provide a production lighting team to create and fulfil, using its best endeavours, the WDSF lighting requirements for coverage of the Event as further described in Schedule II hereto. All the lights shall be installed in sufficient time for a lighting rehearsal to be made before the Event and a final check of the lighting immediately prior to the Event. The de-rig of the lighting will be undertaken as soon as possible after the conclusion of the Event. Specific additional requests that IEC may make because of the special nature of the venue will be added to these lighting requirements.

3. Rights

MB as owner of the television production hereby assigns by present assignment of future copyright and transfers to WDSF absolutely the entire copyright and all other rights in and to the coverage of the Event throughout the world for the full period of copyright and all renewals and extensions thereof and thereafter insofar as may be possible in perpetuity.
4. Clearances
MB will ensure that the host broadcaster and the OC work closely with Mr. Roland Hilfiker and IEC to make sure that all necessary payments are made for mechanical and performance rights for all music incorporated in the highlights programmes.  The rights to any additional music used only for the national transmission of the host broadcaster will be cleared by the host broadcaster.

It is hereby agreed between the parties hereto that Mr. Roland Hilfiker, WDSF Communications and TV Director, or any other representative appointed by the WDSF, and IEC shall be fully consulted as to all music used at the Event and that IEC shall have the final approval of same. A maximum of ten tracks will be selected from the Casaphon catalogue of WDSF partner Casa Musica for the Semi-Finals and Finals of the WDSF DanceSport Championships in Standard and Latin and twenty tracks for the Semi-Finals and Finals of the WDSF DanceSport Championships in Ten Dance and the proposed list compiled as a Music Cue Sheet will be submitted two months before the start of the event to Mr. Roland Hilfiker, or any other representative appointed by the WDSF, so that the necessary clearances can be obtained.

5. Delivery of Master Material

The Host Broadcaster shall deliver to IEC a line cut recording and isolated recordings of at least two (2) cameras and one (1) recording of the Opening Ceremony, Semi-Final and Final and prize ceremony of each Event clear of all graphics, the recording format to be agreed with IEC.
The audio configuration shall include clean audio (CD only) from DJ on ch 1 and FX-sound from the venue on ch 2. If recorded with four channel sound ch 1 & 2 for Clean Audio, ch 3 & 4 for FX.

The recordings on either discs or HD tapes will be delivered by hand to an IEC representative on site immediately after the Event.

If it is requested by IEC, the Host Broadcaster makes the integrated production output, including international graphics provided by WDSF or IEC, available at a determined point at the venue for uplink and satellite transmission.

6. Relationship between the parties

Nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to create any partnership or joint venture relationship between the parties.

7. Confidentiality
The parties agree to keep the terms of this Agreement strictly confidential at all times.

8. Force Majeure

The parties agree that, if through an act of God, strike or other labour dispute, fire, riot or civil commotion, war, government or ministry or executive action or decree, satellite failure or failure of the uplink and downlink satellite signals or terrestrial facilities in circumstances beyond their reasonable control, or other circumstances beyond their reasonable control, either party is unable to comply with the provisions of this agreement then the terms of this agreement shall be suspended and if such event of force majeure continues for a period in excess of 6 months the either party shall be entitled to terminate this agreement without liability.

9. Notices
Any notices to be given or served hereunder shall be in writing and shall be delivered or sent either by courier or by first class registered post (air mail if to an overseas address) or by facsimile (confirmed by a copy sent by post) to the party to be served at the address set out above (or such other address as either party may notify in writing to the other party) and shall be deemed to have been served on the second business day after posting (five days in the case of posting overseas) and immediately in the case of facsimile.

10. Governing Law

This Agreement shall be governed and construed in accordance with the laws of Switzerland. In case of dispute which cannot be resolved, the matter will be referred for resolution to the Courts of the City of Lucerne, Switzerland.

11. Assignment
This Agreement may not be assigned by either party without the prior express written consent of the other.

12. Complete Understanding
This Agreement has been read and accepted by both parties and contains the full and complete understanding between the parties hereto, supersedes all prior agreements and understandings, whether written or oral, and not be modified except by written instrument signed by the parties hereto.

SCHEDULE I

Description of Minimum Host Broadcaster Facilities

Equipment

1. One suitably equipped OB truck with separate audio and video control areas. 

2. Ideally six (6) but minimum four (4) cameras (including at least one of either 7, 8 or 9 below) and all of them with the appropriate lenses and support.

3. Video mixer with capacity for minimum 4 - 6 cameras.

4. Audio mixer with capacity for ambient sound captured through multiple microphones, for stage and source music in stereo as well as for interviews and commentaries.

5. Production video server with capacity to record 4 - 6 cameras and with live slow motion connected (e.g. EVS XT3 HD with LSM).
6. HDD recorders – or HD tape recorders – to record the clean feed as well as two (2) isolated cameras.
7. Steadicam. 

8. Crane camera (Jimmy jib) – subject to available space at the venue.
9. Tracking camera – subject to available space at the venue.
10. Generator as backup and if power at the venue is not sufficient for OB operation and to cover other TV related needs.
11. Intercom system. 

Personnel

· Cameramen (Steadicam, jib or travelling operator and assistants)

· OB Chief Engineer

· Director

· Vision Mixer

· Slow Motion (EVS) Operator

· Camera Control Technician

· Sound Engineer

· Riggers

The positioning of cameras will be established to ensure the most dynamic and attractive television coverage. The final camera plan will be agreed between IEC and the host broadcaster during a production meeting at the venue on the day prior to the Championship.
SCHEDULE II
WDSF Lighting Specifications
1. General
Even though there are currently no internationally agreed standards of lighting for a multi-camera coverage of DanceSport, WDSF requires that its television coverage be of a uniform standard at all locations where major WDSF DanceSport Championships are organised.

This paper sets out the basic technical requirements for such lighting.  Each host broadcaster in cooperation with the organiser will be expected to meet these minimum standards.

1.1. Environment provided by the lighting for the competitors
Uniformity of lighting set ups at different locations is essential. Venues, countries and competitors must not be able to complain subsequently that marks were awarded to other teams because of the “superior lighting”. 

Lighting designers, installers and operators must ensure that luminaires/lights do not shine into dancers’ eyes at inappropriate moments causing loss of concentration during competition.

Venue operators must provide additional/adequate air conditioning for television coverage with supplemented lighting. Lamps giving off excessive heat cause competitors to perspire and look less than their best. 

Sufficient space surrounding the dance area is essential for correct lighting angles set by the lighting designer, minimising unwanted and unflattering face shadows on the TV picture.

Only luminaires developed for television lighting shall be used. Those used in the theatre or pop concerts may cause flickering interference with the TV signal and should be avoided. 

1.2. The lighting design must ensure that:
Luminaires do not obscure viewing by a watching crowd wishing to support their competitors; 

Very high levels of illumination on the dance floor or the audience are to be avoided;

All lighting gantries and operator positions must be agreed in advance by the organiser and host broadcaster and, barring obvious local minor variations, be consistent from event to event and country to country.
2. Technical Parameters

The following are the technical parameters within which the basic rig should be provided. 

The “Dance Area” will be rectangular in shape and the recommended size is 26m x 16m.
Lens height for ground (mobile) cameras will be between one and two metres and for camera towers (fixed) five to seven metres situated at positions defined by the producer. 

Audience seating will be stacked on at least two and up to all four sides of the dance arena.

The main blocks of lighting will be:

· White illumination of the dance area.

· Colour wash lighting of the dance floor.

· Effect lighting on the dance floor.

· Audience. 

· Effect lighting of the audience.

· In vision TV announcer/compere/interview positions.
Follow spotlights may only be used during solo dances and in such a way as to illuminate each couple in the same manner.


White Illumination of the dance area
N.B. All heights are above floor level

Level 700 lux at a height of 2 metres, evenly distributed throughout the area bounded by a circle centred in the middle of the floor and of a radius equal to the length of the shorter side. Areas outside this circle should be at least 350 lux. Higher levels could be accepted and could assist engineering requirements. 

Type:
This should be “soft” or “broad based” to provide as near as possible a “shadowless” even illumination. Precautions should be taken to avoid spillage outside the dance area.

Colour Temp: 
2950K. throughout the dance area.

Minimum Height 10 metres. To avoid coming in camera shot on wide angles of vertical 36-40 degrees and horizontal 48-50 degrees. 

Colour wash of the dance area (minimum of three pre selectable colours).
Level:
700 lux at a height of 2 metres, evenly distributed throughout the area bounded by a circle centred in the middle of the floor and of a radius equal to the length of the shorter side. Areas outside this circle should be at least 350 lux. Higher levels could be accepted and could assist engineering requirements. 

Type:
This should be “soft” or “broad based” to provide as near as possible a “shadowless” even illumination. Precautions should be taken to avoid spillage outside the dance area.

Colour Temp:
Varying according to the colour used but evenly spread throughout the dance area.

Minimum Height 10 metres. To avoid coming into camera shot on wide angles of  vertical 36-40 degrees and horizontal 48-50 degrees. 

Follow Spots on the dance area (see item 2 last paragraph above).
Position: Four, centred on a line 5 metres from the middle of the dance area extended from each corner.

Height 12 metres, with the ability to pan to all areas of the dance floor.

Type: To allow both sharp and soft focus areas of varying size and fitted with lamps specially developed for flicker free television coverage.

Level:
The ability to offer 1500 lux on all areas of the dance floor.

Colour Temp: 
2950K. throughout the dance area.

Effect lighting on the dance floor

To be agreed between the organiser and Host Broadcaster. Likely to be a mixture of parcans, strobes, and other moving effects.

Audience

Level: 
700 lux banked front lighting.

 

1000 lux back lighting. 

Evenly distributed throughout the audience areas. 

Type:
“Hard” lit providing depth and a contrast to the event area. 

Precautions should be taken to avoid spillage onto the dance area.

Colour Temp 
White (2900K) and colour (variable as discussed with production) evenly spread throughout the audience area.

Minimum Height:
 10 metres.

Effect lighting on the audience

To be agreed between the organiser and Hoast Broadcaster. Likely to be a mixture of parcans, strobes, and other moving effects.

Announcer/Compere/Interview Positions

These will be simple straight to camera with basic key /fill /back lighting for 1+1, 1+2 interviews. Positions will be determined by the Host Broadcaster as required.

Power Supplies

The organisers must ensure that all reasonable safety precautions are taken with respect to all electrical power supplies related to the subject matter of this contract, as the voltage and amperage required for this work is lethal if proper precautions are not taken.

It cannot be over-emphasised that this level of power can kill.

Type: AC. Single/Three Phase. 50c/s. The supply must be routed to the venue in such a way that its likely loss is minimised. Reserve generator capability shall be provided. Provision for automatic changeover should be provided. Comprehensive earthing/grounding for all areas must be provided with appropriate monitoring of earth leakage.

Balance and phasing of load: This must be agreed with the Technical Co-ordinator of the outside broadcast to minimise hum bars on video.

Cabling: These should be colour coded, of adequate power handling, interceptable (with agreed connectors) and be installed and protected according to local safety standards, colour coding.

Installation: Only competent, professional and qualified installers and operators will be used.

Safety

All installations must be carried out by qualified competent lighting professionals as the events will take place in a public arena and safety is the most important factor.

Lighting gantries/suspension towers must be earthed, erected and operated subject to current safety legislation and regulations of the country concerned.

All luminaires must be double safety bonded and earthed separately,

Safety earthing straps must be provided to all metal staging and other technical equipment in public places.

Lighting control Desk

All luminaires should be remotely controllable from a purpose built area with precision visual monitoring.

Computer mixdown must be provided for uniformity and repetitive sequences, and offering vast arrays of easily recoverable special effects.

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Rule 3
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Rule 4
Prizegiving Ceremony

Rule 1
Preparation
1. This WDSF DanceSport Championships Protocol (ChP) is mandatory for event organizers and all participants including athletes and officials. 

2. The organizer must produce the following materials: 

a) Poster/advertisement (minimum format A3).

b) Program for the event (minimum format A5), including at least:

· The greeting/message of the WDSF president or another WDSF presidium member and his/her photo.

· List of competitors including couples names in the alphabetical order in English of their country according to the surname of the male or female partner.

· Brief details and photo of the Chairman.

· Brief details and photographs of the Panel of Adjudicators listed by their country alphabetical order.

· Brief details and photos of the Master of Ceremonies and organizing committee.

Advertisements in the Program shall occupy no more than a maximum of 75 % of the total space.

The organizer is entitled to use all information from the then current WDSF Press kit in the Program.

3. The title of the competition shall be only in this form:

„year“WDSF World/Continental DanceSport Championship "category (if not Adults)" "discipline"

(e.g. 2009 WDSF World DanceSport Championship Youth Latin)
If  the WDSF DanceSport Championship or WDSF DanceSport Cup is a part of any traditional event or if there is a general sponsor, both titles can be connected, but the WDSF DanceSport Championship or Cup title must be given, e.g.

2020 Country Open 

and

Visamaster 2020 WDSF World DanceSport Championship Latin

4. The WDSF logo and the full (not shortened) name of the WDSF DanceSport Championship or WDSF DanceSport Cup shall be used on all occasions and in all branding or marketing opportunities. The WDSF flag or an WDSF Logo Projection must be clearly and prominently located in the venue. A second WDSF flag must be placed near one of the 4 corners of the Dancefloor, without disturbing the athletes‘ performances.

5. All official texts (R1.2b, R1.3) must be in English and in the organizer‘s local language with equal preference for both languages. All information must be written in English and all countries‘ names must be written in the English translation, and, if desired, in the original and local language. 

6. The Master of Ceremonies must speak in English and in the local language or languages. It is possible to use co-presenters if one of the presenters is unable to speak fluent English. Names should be published with original spelling and with titles confirmed through the check-in procedure.

Rule 2
Dance Floor and Decoration

1. The Logo and full name of WDSF, and the full name of the WDSF DanceSport Championship must be placed on the main stage and be within the view of the TV cameras during prize presentations.

2. The Logo and full name of WDSF, and the full name of the WDSF DanceSport Championship must be placed within the configuration of advertising boards around the dance floor and in a position that places the logo and names within the view of the main TV camera.

3. No advertisements may be larger then the competition title and WDSF name and logo. 
4. The flags of all participating countries shall be displayed in a place clearly visible from the dance floor.
5. A podium is required for the Gold, Silver and Bronze medallists and shall have steps with minimum dimensions of 1 m x 0,6 m and a maximum height of 50 cm for the Gold Medallists.  The podium shall be placed in front of the main stage for presentations.
6. Three flag-bars (or adequate devices with the mechanism for lifting national flags) with the highest position in the middle, lower to the right and the lowest to the left shall be ready opposite the main stage and the flags of the countries of the couples in the Gold, Silver and Bronze places shall be available in appropriate equal dimensions and shall be ready for raising during the prize presentation ceremony.
Rule 3
Opening Ceremony

1.
Prior to the beginning of the 1st round there shall be a brief opening ceremony with the following minimum requirements:
a) An announcement from the Master of Ceremonies will include:

· a welcome greeting

· the title of the WDSF World or Continental DanceSport Champion-ship

· the number of participants and participating countries.

b) There will be an introduction of the chairman and panel of judges.

2.
Prior to the evening part of the Championship (minimum semi-final and final) there shall be an opening ceremony with the following minimum requirements:
a) The WDSF flag will be carried by 4 persons in front of the march in of all countries’ Teams headed by Team Captains carrying displays with country names and introduction of their countries. The countries will be announced in English and in alphabetical order. The host country is permitted to be announced last.

b) An announcement from the Master of Ceremonies will include:

· the title of the WDSF World or Continental DanceSport Champion-ship

· the number of participants and participating countries.

c) Personal presentation of each couple with the name of their country.

d) There will be an introduction of the chairman and panel of judges.

The Chairman and the panel of judges will remain on the floor until the end of the opening ceremony.

e) The Athletes‘ Oath and the Adjudicators‘ Oath will be read ONLY in WDSF World DanceSport Championships.

aa)
The Athletes‘ Oath must be taken by Athletes:

The following text shall be read by an athlete during the opening ceremony of all WDSF World DanceSport Championships The Athletes‘ Oath can be read in the National Language and, of course, in English. During the Athletes‘ Oath, the WDSF President or a representative person of WDSF Presidium will stand next to the Athlete/s and the WDSF flag.

“In the name of all athletes I promise that we shall take part in this WDSF World DanceSport Championship, respecting and abiding by the rules which govern them, committing ourselves to a sport without doping and without drugs, in the true spirit of sportsmanship, for the glory of sport and the honour of the athletes“.

It will be followed by the reading of the Adjudicators‘ Oath.

bb)
The Adjudicators‘ Oath must be taken by Adjudicators:

At all WDSF World DanceSport Championships. The Adjudicators‘ Oath can be read in the National Language and, of course in English. During the Adjudicators‘ Oath, the WDSF President or a representative person of WDSF Presidium will stand next to the Adjudicator/s and the WDSF flag, Adjudicators will together pledge to respect the terms of the Judges‘ Oath which is as follows:

“In the name of all judges and officials, I promise that we shall officiate in this WDSF World DanceSport Championship with complete impartiality, respecting and abiding by the rules which govern them, in the true spirit of sportsmanship“.

f) Greeting and opening speeches, by no more than

· the local WDSF member representative.
· the Local Representative.

· the WDSF President or by a Member of the WDSF Presidium.

g) As the countries are announced in English and in alphabetical order,
the athletes will march out with their countries‘ Teams.

h) The host country is permitted to be introduced last onto the floor.
Rule 4
Prize giving Ceremony

1. The Break between the end of the final round and the Prize giving ceremony shall not be longer than two minutes.

2. Medals, provided by the WDSF, shall be brought to the stage, each pair carried by one person, on velvet cushions or other appropriate carrier; If cups are ready they should be brought or carried to the stage behind the medal-bearers. Floral bouquets for all female finalists shall also be brought to the stage.

3. The Prize giving ceremony shall include the following minimum require-ments:
a) Fanfares

b) March in of all finalists

c) An Announcer’s Script for the Prize giving Ceremony must be provided to the Master of Ceremonies (See Appendix 1). The announcement of the results shall be from the last place to the 1st place in the final.

d) Prizes for the finalists presented by a maximum of 3 persons: 

· the WDSF President or a Member of the WDSF Presidium.

· a high ranking politician or a representative of the mayor of the city. 

· the President or a person appointed by the President of the WDSF Member Body.

e) After the announcement of all places and distribution of Bronze, Silver and Gold medals, cups and flowers, the national anthem of the winning couple’s country shall be played and the flags of the first 3 couples’ countries shall be raised simultaneously.

f) An honour dance performed by the Champions.

g) No announcements of adjudicators or prizes for adjudicators are 
allowed during the Prize giving Ceremony.
